      African Americans, Hispanic/ Latinos,  
      Native Americans, Alaskan Natives,  
      Native Hawaiians, Pacific Islanders,  
      and Rural Appalachians. No exceptions will be 
      made . 

U.S. citizens, non-citizen nationals or permanent   
residents.  

  

 Enrolled in or recently graduated from  BA, BS, MA, 
MPH, PhD, MD or other Master's or doctoral          
programs. 

   

 Available to travel for 10-12 full consecutive weeks to 
the program.  

  

 Required to write a research report. 
 

Have a 3.0 cumulative GPA in current institution. 
 

Available for Orientation Week in New York City     
      during June 3-7, 2013.

Orientation Week in New York City and for travel          
to/ lodging in host country. 

 

 Emergency health insurance while in host country.   

 Monthly stipend of between $1,000 - $1,900,          
depending on level of education attained.
